FOR SAFETY: Before leaving or servicing machine, stop on level surface and set parking
brake. Then turn off machine and remove key.

CYLINDRICAL BRUSH DRIVE BELTS

The two brush drive belts are located on

the cylindrical brush scrub head. The belts drive the
cylindrical brushes. Proper new POLYCHAIN belt
tension is a 3 mm (0.1 in) deflection from a force of
1.37 - 1.48 kg (3.01 - 3.26 Ib) at the belt midpoint.

When re-using an old POLYCHAIN belt, measure and
record the belt tension before removal, so that the belt
can be reinstalled at the same tension.

If the old belt tension was not recorded, the
recommended force per old POLYCHAIN belts is
1.03 - 1.14 kg (2.28 - 2.52 Ib) with a

deflection of 0.10 inch.
